May 3, 2007

I.
Announcements/Discussion/New Business


A.
Dr. Shannon Baker, representing the General Education Committee, distributed a proposal made by that committee and approved by the University Curriculum Committee regarding changes to the Core Curriculum.  The considered changes include:


1.
 Identify Oral Communications as a 3 SCH requirement under the Communication Component.  Approved by the ADC.

2. 
Identify Global/Diversity Awareness as a 3 SCH requirement under the University designated component of the general education core (replaces current requirement for Computer Literacy.)  It was suggested that a modification be made - Global Learning as a 3 SCH ...  Approved by the ADC with modification.


B. 
Dr. Duane Gardiner presented a draft calendar for next year’s IEP dates and deadlines which moves the process to the fall semester.  Concern was expressed about the availability of having complete, up-to-date data early in the fall semester. Dr. Gardiner and Dr. Diersing will visit with Dr. Tipton regarding this matter.  Dr. Brown suggested individuals inform OIR during the summer about specific information that will be needed for their individual IEPs.  All agreed to the draft calendar as presented.  Dr. Clayton asked Dr. Gardiner to contact Gettie Moreno to determine what her specific concerns were about the calendar.  Dr. Gardiner will distribute the calendar to the campus community.


C. 
Dr. Daniel, Chair of the Undergraduate Program Review Committee, distributed a proposal that would incorporate external reviewers into the undergraduate program review process.  Dr. Diersing expressed concern that there are duplicated information requests in the current document and proposed that the document should be reviewed and revised before external reviewers are added.  Dr. Daniel expressed an additional concern related to departments that don’t submit their self-study reports to the undergraduate program review subcommittee in a timely manner.  If we include external reviewers, it will be imperative that deadlines be met.  The consensus was that the undergraduate program review instrument and guidelines need to be reviewed and revised before external reviewers are added.   Dr. Clayton will appoint a task force for this review consisting of the past three committee chairs and some subcommittee chairs.  When those individuals are identified, Dr. Clayton will make the appointment.
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II.
Old Business
A.
The development of the service component for the individual colleges’ promotion and tenure guidelines is complete except for the College of Business.   A decision will be made about whether or not the proposed service component will be kept as it is or be modified.

The deans were asked to send the wording of the service component approved by their college to Pam.  She will incorporate them into one or two pages for consideration when developing the wording for the service component of the university promotion and tenure guidelines. 


B. 
Dr. Laurenz, Dr. Daniel and Dr. Hy are gathering information to be considered for a “teaching” track and considering how to measure the criteria for the track.  They would like to include some faculty in the development of this track.  Each dean was asked to send the name of a faculty member who might be interested in working to develop this track to Dr. Laurenz.


C. 
Dr. Laurenz recently met with the Faculty Senate regarding whether or not to keep the current communications requirement - those above and beyond core curriculum requirements.  Dr. Ayala-Schueneman will make sure this topic is discussed at the first Senate meeting in September and feedback given to the ADC.  


D.
The ADC agreed to purchase the plagiarism software, Turnitin, for use by all members of the campus.  This does not preclude faculty from using other software, but makes plagiarism software available to all.  Dr. Clayton will include the cost of the software in her budget request.  She asked Trudy Anderson to provide her with information needed to make this purchase.
