� The SUMMER graduating class of 2017 at TAMUK consisted of 355 

graduates. All of them received a single degree each. This makes a total 
of 355 degrees for SUMMER 2017.  Out of 355 degrees granted, there are 
129 bachelor’s degrees, 219 master’s degrees, and 7 doctoral degrees. 

 
� Of the 355 graduates, 222 (63%) were from Texas and 7 (2%) were from 

other states when they first entered the university, including Washington 
(2), California (1), Florida (1), Louisiana (1), Oregon (1), Massachusetts 
(1), Michigan (1), North Carolina (1), Oklahoma (1), Pennsylvania (1), and 
Utah (1). 126 (35%) were from other countries or regions, including India 
(110),  Nigeria (4), Mexico (2), China (1), Ecuador (1), Ethiopia (1), Iraq 
(1), Kuwait (1), Macedonia (1), New Zealand (1), Taiwan (1), Thailand (1), 
and United Arab Emirates (1). 

 
� The most frequent county of origin of in-state graduates was Hidalgo (30), 

followed by Cameron (26), Nueces (23), Kleberg (21), and San Patricio 
(13).  

 
� Of the graduating class, 168 (47%) were minority students. 102 (79%) of 

the bachelor’s, 63 (29%) of the master’s, and 3 (43%) of the doctoral 
degree recipients were minority students.  

 
� Of the graduating class, 151 (43%) were female. 55 (43%) of the 

bachelor’s, 93 (42%) of the master’s and 3 (43%) of doctoral degree 
recipients were female.  

 
� Of the 129 undergraduates, 66 (51%) entered the university as first-time 

freshmen and 63 (49%) entered as transfer students. Of the 66 first-time 
freshmen, 15 (23%) took at least one developmental course.  1 (2%) of 
the 63 transfer students took at least one developmental course.
